• 12 placings; plaques, rosettes, and prize money provided by the organizer 
• The first 6 placed riders must attend the prize-giving ceremony on horseback 

Events 7 & 10 – AJA Team Competitions 

 

• 6 teams placed 

• Blankets for the winning team (GVE rugs) 

• “Prestige” plaques for the top 3 teams (provided by AJA) 

• Rosettes and prize money for the top 3 teams (provided by the organizer) 

• The first 3 teams must attend the prize-giving ceremony on horseback 
 

Events 6 & 11 – Grand Prix Challenge Cup & Europa Cup 

• Points allocated for AJA Finals (Challenge Cup & Europa Cup) to the 12 riders qualified for the 
second round 
(see Ambassador Tour Rules) 

• Blanket for the winner (GVE rug) 

• Allocation of points for the AJA annual ranking (Challenge Cup and Europa Cup) to the 12
